Strategies for CRCT Success

All fifth grade students are required to pass the CRCT in both math and reading in order to be promoted to the sixth grade. Passing scores require hard work, extra practice, and perseverance. In addition to their year-long diligence there are additional activities that are encouraged. Here are a few.

Math

· Take online CRCT math practice tests at www.georgiaoas.org.

· Complete all the short tutorials available on www.pearsonsuccessnet.com.

· Watch videos on www.mathplayground.com for an explanation of many match concepts.

· Study and work in CRCT math practice books.

· Read the (small hardcover) Investigations Student Handbook. There is no practice work in this book, but there are many explanations and examples of all fifth-grade skills.

· Review end-of-chapter pages in (large green hardcover) Scott Foresman/Addison Wesley Georgia Mathematics book. The book includes testing tips, vocabulary review, and CRCT test review practice.

· Continue to complete all homework each night and pay attention and ask questions in class.

Reading

· Practice reading skills, vocabulary, spelling, and grammar at www.harcourtschool.com and http://www.kyrene.org/reading and www.internet4classroom.com. 
· Study and work in CRCT reading practice books.
· Read the Focus Skill found after each story in the reading textbook.
· Use the reading practice workbook to practice and review reading skills and vocabulary.
· Discuss reading material with your child. Ask him or her to identify setting, character traits, and plot. Make inferences and judgments; identify sequential order, main ideas, figurative language, etc.
· Continue to complete all homework each night and pay attention and ask questions in class.
